SOB Meeting October 25, 2008

Richmond, VA

VCU

Larry Williams conducted the meeting.  

Larry thanked everyone for attending.  

1. Membership Issues
The Executive committee (EC:  Maureen Ambrose, Nina Gupta, Pam Perrewe, and Larry Williams) initiated a discussion of the current attendance policy and membership categories.

The current policy to remain active is attendance 3 of the previous 5 years.  

At the previous meeting (at UNC—Chapel Hill), we decided on three membership categories:

· Active
· Inactive
· Emeritus
However, at that time, the group did not decide what “inactive” meant in terms of membership rights and responsibilities, whether “inactive” was a permanent or temporary status, or if and how a member can reactivate.  The EC asked for discussion of these issues as well as a discussion of the current attendance policy.

The group consensus was to revise the current attendance policy such that members remain active if they attend 2 or the previous 5 years.  The group sense was that attendance is an important part of membership.  The annual meeting is the primary activity of the group.  Thus, participation in the scholarly exchange is an important part of membership.  If members do not attend, they are not contributing to the group.  Additionally, the intellectual environment at the meetings benefits from a critical mass of attendees.  

The following decisions were made regarding “inactive” members.  

· Following the annual meeting, members who must attend the next year to remain active will be contacted by email to inform them.
· Inactive members will remain on the listserv.  
· Inactive members cannot nominate individuals for membership
· Inactive members can “reactivate” at any time during their inactive period by attending a meeting and then maintaining the “active” member attendance requirement.
· “Inactive” is not a permanent membership state.  After a period of inactivity, inactive members will become former members or emeritus members.
2.  Guests
The group discussed guests.  Guests from the host school are encouraged.  Additionally, the group wishes to continue the norm that members may bring guests.  These guests are typically individuals who might be prospective members in 3-5 years.  Graduate student (other than from the host institution) should not be considered as guests.

3. Elections
Larry Williams’ term on the EC expired.  Larry was nominated for a three year term and unanimously elected. 

The membership also invested the EC with decision making power on most issues.  Tove Hammer reminded the group that the Executive Committee was previously known as “The All-Powerful Committee.”  

4.  Next year’s meeting
There was a discussion of the location for next year’s meeting.  Members from the Maryland area expressed interest in hosting.  They will coordinate and plan to submit a proposal.

5. Presentation format
The EC discussed the format of meeting presentations.  Conversation with member reveals some frustration with not being able to get to the core of their presentation because of questions.  The EC suggests presenters set the parameters for their presentations (e.g., 15 minutes of presentations, followed by questions; questions at any time; open discussion).
